
 
 Temporary Artwork Display Application 
 
As outlined in the City of Guelph’s Public Art Policy, the City may accept, on a temporary basis, works of 

art for display or installation in public spaces (defined as municipally owned property) through art loan  

agreements. Temporary installations of artworks may last from one day to one year, typically remaining on  

view for three to six months.  

Artwork considered for temporary display in public space is distinct from art installations that occur as 

part of a special event (where the installation period coincides with the duration of the event). 

Proposals for temporary art display will be reviewed by the City’s Public Art Review Team. Consideration 

will be given to safety and durability of the artwork, and its suitability to the site. Following the approval 

of a proposal, a loan agreement between the artist and/or sponsoring organization and the City will be 

executed. 

The artist and/or sponsoring organization will be responsible for funding, installation, maintenance, 

timely removal of the artwork, and restoration of the site. 

As the first step of The City of Guelph’s process for managing and approving Temporary Artwork, all 

requestors must fill out and submit this application form.
