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Parks and Trails

Park Regulations 
•	 All dog owners must pick-up  their dog’s waste, as per Stoop 

and Scoop Bylaw (2004)-17568
•	 Dogs must be on-leash while in City parks, including all trails, 

occupied sports fields and on all GRCA lands as required by 
the City’s Animal Control Bylaw.

•	 Dogs are not permitted on tennis courts, playgrounds 
or wading pools

•	 Motorized Vehicles other than authorized vehicles are 
prohibited in parks. This includes trail bikes, mopeds, 
motorcycles and snow mobiles.

•	 Parking on earth or grass surfaces within City parks is 
prohibited – any vehicle found in violation will be ticketed. 

•	 Golf and archery are not permitted 
•	 Alcoholic beverages are not permitted

Leash-free Zones
•	 Eight areas within the City have been designated as leash-free 

zones
•	 Dogs may be off-leash on unoccupied sports fields from 8 p.m. 

to 8 a.m. (May 1 to September 14) and from 5 p.m. to 8 a.m. 
(September 15 to April 30). 

•	 All dog owners must ‘stoop and scoop’ their dog’s waste. Stoop 
and Scoop bylaw is in effect.

•	 Dogs must be on-leash while entering or leaving a 
leash-free area

•	 Dogs must have current vaccinations and wear a 
current license

•	 Owners must ensure dogs are prevented from jumping, biting 
or harassing any person, dog or animal

•	 Dogs must respond to voice command and be under control
•	 Dogs are to remain within sight and earshot
